There is only one road in/out of the venue so
be prepared to be patient with traffic. When
approaching the venue they announce that the
next 2 exits are for the venue. Take the first
option.  Get gas before you enter the area; no
gas station for a long time. Food is super-
expensive. Eat somewhere else. VIP parking is
$15. Gen parking is a bus ride away from the
venue. Blockbuster Pavilion is just north of
Ontario Airport. From Los Angeles, Take the
10 Fwy East just past the Ontario airport Take
the 15 Fwy North. Go ten miles, than follow
signs to Blockbuster Pavilion. Orange County,
Take the 91 Fwy East to the 15 North. After
you pass the 10 Fwy, go ten miles, then follow
signs to the Blockbuster Pavilion. Riverside,
Take the 15 North. After you pass the 10 Fwy,
you will go about ten miles, then follow the
exit signs to Blockbuster Pavilion. San
Bernardino, Take the 215 North. Follow the
exit signs to Blockbuster Pavilion in the City
of Devore.

Ten Club confirmation info)!!!!

Sacramento Valley Amphitheatre

(530) 743-5200 / 18,500 / outdoor
From the W: Take Hwy 80 E towards
Sacramento; Take Hwy 80 to Reno - from just
east of Davis. Within 7-8 minutes, take the
exit for I-5/Hwy 99 N (move to the right
quickly on exit). Follow Hwy 99 split-off from
I-5. Follow Hwy 70 split-off from Hwy 99.
From Hwy 70, exit at McGowan Pkwy. Turn
right onto McGowan Pkwy. Follow McGowan
for 1/2 mile to Hwy 65. Take Hwy 65 S for 1/2
mile. Turn right onto Forty Mile Rd. The
amphitheatre is the only hill on the horizon.
From the E: Take I-80 West to 65 North. Take
65 N to Forty Mile Rd. Turn left on Forty
Mile Rd. Though the Sac Valley Amp is only
35 miles away, plan on making a 2 hr+ trip
from Sacramento to the venue. Traffic getting
to Forty Mile Rd is bad from both directions
(esp on Hwy 70) and there is only ONE point
of entry into the venue. Leaving the venue is
even worse. Leave early, drive extra carefully,
and expect delays. Neither 70 or 65 are lighted,
making it treacherous at night. If you’re

Shoreline Amphitheatre

The lower half of the pavilion and the stage are
covered by a canopy, while the upper half and
lawn are open. For bathrooms, head further away
from the seating area for shorter lines. Shoreline
is on a coastline. When the sun goes down, it gets
COLD. Bring warm clothes and rain gear in
case it drizzles. Shoreline is right off
Hwy 101 in Mountain View, located
between San Jose and San
Francisco. There are two exits:
Amphitheatre Pkwy (Rengstorff
Ave.) on the N, Shoreline Blvd. on
the S. Follow the traffic E from
either (take a left if you’re coming from the
north, a right if you’re coming from the S). Take
the 2nd exit whichever direction you come from.
For parking, you can go to the venue lots ($8-20)
or park on the streets by the office complexes on
the surrounding streets near the venue. It’s a long
walk there and back but may be less time than
waiting in the traffic to get out of the lots. Once
you exit get off 101 and start heading towards the
venue, pick a side street and just start looking. Go
early as these get parked up fast!

returning to Sac, try to get on the left road
out of the venue (on the left side of the
venue, facing the venue, as opposed to the
right side exit) ... this route provides a
shortcut and can shave 10-15 min. getting
back. IMPORTANT: Don’t go up to the
Sac Valley Amp with even a remotely small
amount of gas; there is no food and no gas
stations on 70; be prepared! Sacramentans
are known for their road rage so don’t flip
the bird at the dude in the stickered truck.
