Air Canada Centre is located in the heart of the
downtown core, nestled between Union Station
and the Gardiner Expressway. From airport:
take Hwy 427 S to Queen Elizabeth Way
(QEW) East (Toronto). QEW turns into
Gardiner Expressway. Exit at York Ave. N and
continue one block to the arena. From the E:
take Hwy. 401 W to Don Valley Parkway S to
Gardiner Expressway to Yonge St exit. Go W
on Lakeshore to York St. From the W: take
the QEW E to Gardiner Expressway to York St
N. Parking around the venue will be full hours
before the game starts if there is a sporting
event. Many lots are in the blocks surrounding
the skydome and ACC. A 5-minute walk can
save you $10-15. You can also park in a
suburban mall and take the TTC (subway).
Take the Yonge St. (the yellow line on the
map; it runs N & S on TTC) to Union Station.
A tunnel joins Union Station to ACC. Union is
a good place to absorb the pre-show
atmosphere. If you see that you are on a green

line, you can change directions at Bloor,
Spadina or St. George. If you are on the blue
line, then you'll probably miss the concert!
OR take the subway from “Yorkdale.” I’s on
the University line, there's lots of parking
(it's a mall), and it’s right off Highway 401
(which you will end up on if you are driving
to Toronto) at Dufferin St. (Turn off when
you see the Holiday Inn.)
